Internet radio show, featuring go-go dancers, retro fashion shows, DJs, lip-syncing musicians, and
assorted boozehounds via webcam.

As arecording artist, Jack has re-arranged the music of Esquivel, Perez Prado, Les Baxter, Don Tiki, and the Waitiki 7. His latest
track, "Similau," will appear on the April 2011 vinyl-only release of "The Waitiki 7 in Hi-Fi."

When Gaylord Fields was a wee child in 1960s New York, he was not afraid of one aspect of an impending
adulthood.

In the 1990s, he regaled
the clientele in the Manhattan club Bar d'O with a melange of lounge/exotica/easy-listening/bossa nova/go-go sounds for the In
Hi-Fi lounge series, and in the 21st century he was one of the rotating guest DJs for Quiet City: Radio in Hi-Fi on
LuxuriaMusic.com. Equally adept in the disc disciplines of '60s soul, twist, surf, beat and girl group tunes, Gaylord Fields also
knows the secret to a perfectly balanced Shirley Temple (more Shirley, less Temple).

FREDO CERASO - mixologist

Fredo is the resident Cocktailian of The Salon and runs the noted blog, Loungerati.com writing the
"Barfly's Beat" and "What We're Drinking" columns. A veteran of the lounge scene since the mid-
1990s, his spirits reviews and interviews have been published in Atomic, Zelda, and RetroSpective
magazines. He is a member of the United States Bartending Guild's New York chapter, guest
drinks blogger at foodie blog Umamimart, and rolls drinks at many Lounge, Swing, Jazz Age, and
Burlesque events.

THE EDISON BALLROOM

The history of the Edison Ballroom is extensive and illustrious. It originally opened in the
1930s as the grand ballroom for the Hotel Edison. It was constructed in a classic art deco
motif and offered dining and dancing to its patrons. It featured many famous bands and
singers from the Swing era. A generation later, the ballroom was converted to the Edison
Theater, where various Broadway theatrical productions were offered, including "Oh!
Calcutta!," which ran for a record 13 years.

In 1991, the Edison Theater was converted to the famous “Supper Club,” which offered dinner and dancing to the music of many
"big-band" style orchestras. The venue was also utilized by a vast array of entertainers for intimate concerts and performances.
Music icons, including Herbie Hancock, Bob Dylan, Rod Stewart, Elvis Costello, David Bowie, Tony Bennett, Jon Bon Jovi and
Eddie Fisher, all performed on the Supper Club's stage.

In 2007, the Edison Ballroom took center stage and re-opened as an elegant and upscale Manhattan venue. The unique
architectural style paired with its long history and Times Square location, makes the Edison Ballroom a breath of fresh air for the
New York City event scene. Owner Allan Wartski owns several other venues in New York, including Christo's Steakhouse

inAstoria, Queens, and the Cosmopolitan Hotel in TriBeCa.

As the Salon grew, it became apparent that larger venues were needed. Patrick joined forces with Fredo Ceraso from
LOUNGERATI.COM, as well as Andre Soluri and Lesley Martin of PROHIBITION PRODUCTIONS, to produce events at
venues such as GALAPAGOS, SALON NYC, THE EMPIRE HOTEL, THE PLAYERS CLUB, and REBEL NYC. Notable
Salons include "New Years Eve Eve" 2009 at the historic Players Club on Gramercy Park, with over 500 guests attending and
liquor sponsors Dewar's and Infinium Spirits. Last summer on July 4, 2010 at the Empire Hotel rooftop bar, THE LIBERTY
BELLE SPECTACULAR, a co-production with Dances of Vice, Wit's End, and Champagne Riot, had over 1,000 guests and
significant press attention from TIME OUT NY, METROMIX, MTV, The NY POST and more. TIME OUT called it the "Top
Live Show - Best of the Week" and one of THE things to do in NY on July 4th.

Most recently, The Salon hosted the annual "New Year's Eve Eve" party on December 30, 2010 at the night-club Rebel NYC,
which had over 500 guests. The event was sponsored by Hendrick's Gin and Milagro Tequila. The Salon's resident cocktailian,
Fredo Ceraso of Loungerati.com, teamed up with mixologist Eryn Reece (Mayahuel) to design a cocktail menu focusing on the
sponsor liquors.
